BOOKING AGENT REPORT:

Probably a good idea, but we
should wait for the storage room so we have somewhere to store them.

2. Light on the sign needs repaired. Lisa will call for service and order some new letters and
numbers.

3. Patio fence is being well used.

4. In the month of April, there is a 17 day stretch of solid bookings. There are only 7 Saturdays
left in the year. Mid-week bookings are starting to fill in. There are 10 weddings booked for
this year — 3 of them are holding the ceremony at the Community Centre along with the
receptions.

BUSINESS ARISING FROM MINUTES:

1. Letters and e-mails were received from Minor Ball, Minor Soccer and Tennis Club regarding
the proposed user fees. The delegations originally scheduled (Soccer & Tennis) were unable
to attend the meeting.

Minor Ball suggested that they pay for non-resident players this year and then next year they
would be in a position to comply with the proposed user fees across the board.

There was discussion among the Committee regarding the user fees for this year and
subsequently the following motion was passed:

Sidewalk repair ($1,000.00?)

Painting of doors & touch ups inside & out ($2,000.00?)

MURF budget

Arkell Soccer Pitch — expenses to be covered (John Alexander)
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2. The Fire Department needs to clean up the ice rink area as soon as possible.
3. Permission was granted for the Optimist Club to use the parking lot for their fireworks trailer.
